The 18th Century Medical Program is an
interactive program, geared towards grades 6
and up, where children learn about colonial
medicine, practices and theories. Students will
then examine medicinal herbs, and learn how
certain medical tools were used from the 18th
century.

The Archeology Program is an interactive
program, geared towards students grades 4 and
up. Students will get a brief lesson on the basics
of archaeology before becoming actual
archaeologists. They will be handed gloves and
a trowel and will work in the dirt, digging for
their own artifacts. Participants will also learn
about the different archeological digs that have
taken place at Senate House, and what was
